The original Little Supreme-s
had "bail holders" similar to
Paull's. The Rivals had the
more common (to Embury/

Defiance) "ears". Sometime
after Embury acquired

Defiance and renamed the
Rivals Little Defiance the

"ears" became standard on
the Little Supreme model

when it displaced the Little
Defiance.

These Paull's marking
conventions weren't strictly

adhered to.
